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37th United Nations Inter-Agency Games

Bad Kleinkirchheim, Austria, 1-5 October 2009
The Vienna-based UN Organizations have announced that the next UN IAG will be organized in Bad Kleinkirchheim, Austria, from 1-5 October.  Bad Kleinkirchheim is located in the province of Carinthia near the southern part of the Alps.
The official 37th Games Website can be accessed at http://iag2009.interagencygames.org. This site will be updated in the period up to the Games.  Registration of teams will be made through the Website- Passwords have been provided to ILO organizers for registration.

1.  SCHEDULE

Participants would be expected to arrive on Thursday, 1 October for registration and the Opening Ceremony.  The competition in all disciplines opens on Friday 2 October and closes latest on Sunday 4 October, followed by the Gala on Sunday evening.  Most participants will leave after breakfast on Monday, 5 October.  Participants may arrive earlier and leave later.  Extra nights at the price indicated in the Accommodation table below have to be paid directly to the hotels, but reservations may be made through the IAG Website.

2.  SPORTS
The website http://iag2009.interagencygames.org contains information about the disciplines and links to the rules.  The disciplines will be held in two main locations with a maximum distance of 8 kilometres between each other, with transportation between the disciplines and hotels provided.

Please remember that even if you play for another organization but work at the ILO or are retired from the ILO, you must register through the respective ILO captain of your discipline.  Captains or persons to contact for each discipline may be found on the S&L Website.
The earlier you register, the greater the chance that your hotel and room choice will be honored.  As every year single rooms are at a premium; participants are urged to register in double rooms as far as possible.

Any request for refund should be justified by a medical certificate or by unforeseen work obligations at the time of registration, such as travel on mission.  A final deadline beyond which no cancellation will be accepted by the organizers will be provided later.
