122. Where, inany criminal or civil proceedingsagainstany Evidenceof
person, a child below the age of fourteen is called asa childof
witness, the court shall receive the evidence, on oath, of ~tender years
thechildif, inthe opinion of the court, thechild ispossessed
of sufficient intelligenceto justify the reception of thechild's
evidence, on oath, and understands the duty of speaking
thetruth:

Provided that—

(a) if, inthe opinion of the court, thechildis
not possessed of sufficient intelligenceto
justify the reception of the child’'s
evidence, on oath, and does not understand
the duty of speaking the truth, the court
shall not receive the evidence; and

(b) where evidence admitted by virtue of
this section is given on behalf of the
prosecution, the accused shall not beliable
to be convicted of the offence unless that
evidence is corroborated by some other
material evidence in support thereof

implicating the accused.
