Definition of employment: Employed persons comprise all those within the scope of the survey who, during the survey week did any work as paid employees, in their own business, profession, or farm or who worked 15 hours or more as unpaid workers in an enterprise operated by a member of the family, and all those who were not working but who had jobs or businesses from which they were absent because of illness, bad weather, vacation, labour-management dispute, or personal reasons, whether or not they were paid by their employers for the time off, and whether or not they were seeking other jobs. Persons whose only activity consisted of work around the house (such as, own home housework, and painting or repairing own home) or volunteer work for religious, charitable, and similar organizations are not considered as employed.

Reference period for employment: The week containing the 12th of the month (fixed) 

Current unemployment
Definition of unemployment: Unemployed persons comprise of all persons who did not work during the survey week, made specific efforts to find a job within the past four weeks, and were available for work during the survey week (except for temporary illness). Also included as unemployed are those who did not work at all, were available for work, and (a) were waiting to be called back to a job from which they were laid off; or (b) were waiting to report to a new wage or salary job within 30 days.

Unemployment refers to people who during the reference period: Are without work, available to work and actively seeking work

Reference period for seeking work: The four weeks preceding the interview date (moving)

Reference period for availability for work: The week containing the of the month (fixed)
